Discussions:

1. Darren called Richard for a conference call and discussed the sponsorships and uniforms.  
He advised that most sponsors were finalised but we were still waiting to hear about Westpac as a potential sponsor.  Brendan Prior would come back to us on this.  Richard has the impression that Bill & Anne Corrigall were not going to continue sponsoring the club this year but that has not been confirmed.

2. It had been confirmed that Scody were going to sponsor the club again this year with the figures similar to last year.  This was a discount of 15% off the uniform order.

3. Uniforms were discussed.  Richard confirmed that we had enough arm/leg warmers and swimmers and the gear on offer this year will be;

· 1 piece tri suit (with cuff)

· Tri knicks (with cuff)

· Sleeveless ironman singlet

· Short sleeve cycle top

· Curved panel cycling knicks

· Wind Vest

4. Richard confirmed that the minimum order was 15 items per style.  This can be spread over different sizes.

5. The timing of the uniform order was discussed and it was agreed that we need to get it finalised and in place by the 19th of September.  The time frame for the uniforms is 6 weeks. Sarah is to send out an email on Monday the 12th to all the members in order to get an idea of numbers.  We will also have an order form available at the Meet & Greet at Bike Nirvana.

6. It was agreed that Richard would organise some samples of different sizes to take to the Meet & Greet at Bike Nirvana so that members could try them on for sizing purposes.

7. The pricing of the uniforms are to be confirmed by either Richard or Darren and we will then decide on the pricing to the members.

8. Bridget advised that she had not yet received the current uniform stock from Margot but would arrange to get it.  Once she has it she will do a stock take and advise what the count is.

9. It was agreed that the uniform information and pricing needs to be documented and kept on record for future reference.

10.  Stewart and Sarah offered to donate some running caps to the club.  These could either be handed out or sold for a nominal amount.  Stewart and Sarah will also look into some windbreaker/jackets for the club.

11. The Meet & Greet at Bike Nirvana was discussed.  This is being held on Friday the 16th of September from 5.30pm onwards.  Darren will send an email inviting all sponsors to attend.

12. Darren will send Sarah and article to put into the Tuesday edition of the Bayside Bulletin to advertise the Meet & Greet  

13. Darren advised that he will be speaking to Bobby Cox at Bike Nirvana about the possibility of putting up an LCD screen with a USB slide show about the Sharks Club.

14. It was discussed that we would need a new Club Banner because of new sponsorships.  Stewart and Sarah will arrange this.

15. Darren advised that he thought the Club needed a new / larger Gazebo.  Darren believes there is a council sporting grant of ±$500 which he will look into.  This money can be used for the Gazebo. Stewart advised that he can arrange a printed gazebo for the club (printed with the Sharks Logo) and the plan is to have this in time for the first Raby Bay triathlon on 16th of October.

16. The issue of a Club Trailer was discussed.  It was agreed that it would be a good idea to store all the club gear and also for advertising of the club and sponsors.  Stewart is meeting with Opal Trailers next week and will speak to them about it.

17. Sarah advised that she had spoken to a few of the private schools who were not interested in putting up posters about the club.  They feel that it will deter children from the school sports that are offered.
